dictionary definition of peace.

PEACE = noun

1. the nonwarring condition of a nation, group of nations, or the
world.

Often Peace. an agreement or treaty between warring or
antagonistic nations, groups, etc., to end hostilities and abstain
from further fighting or antagonism.

Synonyms: accord, pact, truce, armistice

2. a state of mutual harmony between people or groups,
especially in personal relations:

Try to live in peace with your neighbors.

Synonyms: amity, concord, rapport

3. the normal freedom from civil commotion and violence of a
community; public order and security:

He was arrested for being drunk and disturbing the peace.

4. cessation of or freedom from any strife or dissension.

freedom of the mind from annoyance, distraction, anxiety, an
obsession, etc.; tranquility; serenity:

Has therapy helped you find the peace you’ve been looking for?

Synonyms: quiet, calm

Antonyms: disquiet, anxiety, agitation

5. a state of tranquility or serenity:

May he rest in peace.

6. a state or condition conducive to, proceeding from, or
characterized by tranquility:

the peace of a mountain resort.

7. silence; stillness:

The cawing of a crow broke the afternoon's peace.

8. The state of being forgiven of sin and reconciled to God.

  This last entry was added to the list by the Pastor.
