We want to look at a comparison of Joy and

Happiness from a Biblical perspective.

Attribute Joy

Definition Deep, soul-level contentment

Source Relationship with God, Holy Spirit

Duration Enduring, even in trials

Biblical Examples Job's faith in God, 

Paul's contentment

Characteristics Unconditional, communal, fruitful

Attribute Happiness

Definition Fleeting, circumstantial pleasure

Source External circumstances, 

material possessions 

Duration Temporary, changes with situations 

Biblical Examples Momentary pleasure, euphoria

Characteristics Conditional, individual, fleeting

It has been said that happiness is the reaction to
something great happening to you, while joy is produced by
someone great in you. Happiness can be a feeling we have in
response to an object or event which affects our lives positively,
while joy is a much deeper emotion which is linked in us with
love. There are so many different angles to joy, that the Old
Testament of the Bible uses many, many Hebrew words to
describe the various nuances of joy.

Probably the best description of joy is that it is
considered a Fruit of the Spirit, and comes from within the
Christian, in response to external influences, happiness, on the
other hand, is generated by outward stimuli which excite our
inner faculties in a positive way. The source of happiness and joy
are different, and affect us differently.
