CONSIDER THIS

The message today begins with
Romans 1:22-27, which is an appropriate passage
for us to consider in this present age. However, it
is not my desire to slow down and gawk at the
carnage accompanying the wreckage on the side
of the road, but to consider the grand beauty of
the landscape which God has created and planted
us in. Instead of the destruction which man has
engineered by following his own lusts, egged on
by God’s own archenemy, let’s discuss the
wonders which He has assembled for our
enjoyment and uplifting.

“Be glad in the Lord at all times:
again I say, Be glad. Let your gentle behaviour
be clear to all men. The Lord is near. Have no
cares, but in everything with prayer and praise
put your requests before God. And the peace of
God, which is deeper than all knowledge, will
keep your hearts and minds in Christ Jesus. For
the rest, my brothers, whatever things are true,
whatever things have honour, whatever things
are upright, whatever things are holy, whatever
things are beautiful, whatever things are of value,
if there is any virtue and if there is any praise,
give thought to these things. The things which
came to you by my teaching and preaching, and
which you saw in me, these things do, and the
God of peace will be with you.”

(Philippians 4:4-9)

What God created in the beginning
was for man’s benefit and enjoyment. There was
everything man needed for a long, productive and
happy life, but man fell for the carefully crafted
lies of the enemy and wound up degraded and
profoundly unfulfilled. The enemy has been
overturned though, because of the sacrifice of the
Son of God, on the cross.
